SHAREHOLDERS AGREEMENT

1. LIMITED COMPANY AND PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT
This agreement is intended to regulate the rights and obligations for the parties towards each other due to shares held in Company Ltd (555664-9999), referred to as company. The parties affected by this shareholders' agreement are referred to in paragraph 2.

3. COMPANY BUSINESS
The object of the company's business is to pursue consulting in IT, sales of mushrooms, management of securities, management of real estate and related business.
4. NET ASSET VALUE
The net asset value for the entire company is the value of assets minus the value of liabilities' when untaxed reserves has been divided into equity and debt. The balance sheet that forms the basis for the calculation of net asset value shall be prepared in accordance with the accrual basis used in conjunction with the annual accounts.

5. YIELD VALUE
The yield value of the company is calculated as the average annual profit after tax for the last seven (7) years divided by 7%. If it is impossible to obtain data for seven (7) years in the past shall the discount rate be increased by 1 percentage point for each year that is missing. A history of six years gives a discount rate of 8%, 5 years gives 9%, 4 years = 10%, 3 years to make 11%, 2 years gives 12% and 1 year gives 13%.

6. BOARD 
6.1 All parties to this agreement are entitled to be members of the board and each party is entitled to be chairman for one year during a period of four years on a rolling basis (Jonas Jansson, Representative from Cascade AB, Nils Pettersson, Janne Jansson). 

6.2 To appoint a board member that does not represent one of the parties, a unanimous decision by all parties to this agreement must be made. To remove an external board member who does not represent one of the parties, it is sufficient that two of the parties agree to it, other parties must vote in accordance with this decision at the general meeting. 

6.3 Directors' fees to the parties in this agreement is determined to 10 IBB (the current IBB when the general meeting is held) per year and the remuneration shall be shared equally between the parties involved on the board. 

6.4 A member who misbehaves by not participating in board meetings can get a reduced allocation of the fees accordingly. A board member who repeatedly fails to attend board meetings shall be dismissed from the Board. 

6.5 The board shall meet at least one time per year by a invitation from the president. The Board shall also meet when a party invites to a board meeting. An invitation to a meeting of the board shall be in writing and made at least seven calendar days in advance, the invitation shall include information on the issues to be addressed at the meeting. 
 
7. CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER
All parties to this agreement must agree on the person to be appointed as CEO of the company and all parties to this agreement must also agree on the CEO instructions to be applied by the CEO.

8. SIGNING FOR THE FIRM
The firm is signed by the board members in association and by the chief executive officer in accordance with the CEO instructions. The board and the chief executive officer may submit a power of attorney to another person concerning the right to sign contracts and to perform certain tasks.

9. DIVISION OF WORK, PAY AND BENEFITS
The parties to this agreement shall jointly decide which positions each party shall have as employees in the company. A party does not have to work as an employee in the company, a decision on an appointment is made after negotiations between all parties to this agreement. A party that is about to be employed by the company must negotiate with other parties on salary and other benefits. An employment contract with a party that has been signed by someone authorized by all parties in this agreement shall be deemed to be valid against all parties to this agreement.

10. DIVIDEND
Dividend may, until 2013-12-31, be paid only if all parties agree that a distribution of profits should be made.

11. COMPETITION AND CONFIDENTIALLITY
A party or someone close to him are not allowed to start a competing business to the company during the period when he is a shareholder or employee of the company and two (2) years thereafter. A party is not allowed to distribute information that belongs to the company to people outside the company during the period when he is a shareholder or employee of the Company and two (2) years thereafter, if such dissemination may cause financial damage to the company.

12. RESOURCES
Company resources shall not be used by the parties for purposes outside the company's business without a written permission from other parties. The parties shall not use company resources for private purposes or in a parties other companies or similar organizations without a written permission from other parties.

13. SALE OF SHARES
If a share has been passed to someone else, shall this share immediately be offered to other parties by a written notice to the company's board. The acquisition of the share should then be terminated; when a share has been transferred by purchase should the purchase price also be stated.

If more than one party wants to buy the share, shall the priority be determined by drawing of lots, executed by a notary public. If many shares are offered at the same time, however, should shares first, so far as possible, be evenly distributed among those who made ​​the claim for redemption.
Have shares been transferred by purchase, shall the redemption price be the purchase price. In cases other than those listed above, or if a agreement on the amount cannot be achieved, should the redemption price be determined to the net asset value.

The redemption price must be paid within thirty days from the date when the redemption price has been determined. If no party has submitted a claim within the stipulated time or redemption amount not is paid within the prescribed time, should the person making the offer for purchase be registered for these shares.

14. DEATH AND PARTY BANCRUPTCY
14.1 If a party dies has other parties the right to purchase the deceased party's shares to yield value. The estate must, in writing, inform the parties to this agreement that the deceased's shares can be bought off. A party wishing to purchase a deceased party's shares shall claim their interest to the estate within two (2) months after the notification from the estate has been received. If there are several parties who wish to purchase the deceased's shares shall shares be equally divided between them, if no other allocation can be agreed.

The redemption price must be paid within thirty days from the date on which the redemption price has been determined. If no party has submitted a claim within the stipulated time or if the redemption amount not has been paid within the prescribed period has the opportunity to buy the shares from the estate expired. 

14.2 If a party goes bankrupt, have other parties the right to buy shares in the bankrupt estate to net asset value. The bankruptcy estate must, in writing, inform the parties of this agreement that shares belonging to a party in bankruptcy can be bought off. A party wishing to buy shares belonging to a party in bankruptcy shall express their interest to the estate within four (4) months after he has received notification from the estate. If there are several parties wishing to buy shares belonging to a party in bankruptcy, shall the shares be equally divided between them, if no other allocation can be agreed. 

The redemption amount must be paid within thirty days from the date when the redemption price has been determined. If no party has submitted a claim within the stipulated time or if redemption amount not has been paid within the prescribed period has the opportunity to buy the shares from the estate expired.

15. CLAIMS FOR DAMAGES
A party who violates any provision of this Agreement shall pay a compensation equivalent to the actual financial loss, or 5 PBB to the other parties in this agreement. The injured parties shall allocate the claimed amount in accordance with their respective shareholdings in relation to the injured parties' combined holdings.

16. AGREEMENT TIME
This shareholders' agreement is valid from the signature date until 31 December 2015.

17. OTHER
This shareholders' agreement has been prepared in four identical copies of which each party has received one each.
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
